DURHAM YOUTH SERVICES

At Durham Youth Services (DYS) the focus is on solutions: they are working on
expanding the services offered, from emergency shelter to transitional housing to
outreach services for prevention and early intervention for youth.

YOUTH D Durham Youth Services partners with youth aged 16 - 24 to achieve and

maintain lasting solutions to their housing crisis. We operate youth homelessness
prevention programs, a youth-focused emergency shelter, two transitional homes,
and housing support and case management programs for youth experiencing
homelessness.

BLUE DOOR

Blue Door is the largest emergency housing provider in York Region, helping individuals at risk of
homelessness. They offer emergency housing at three locations and a seasonal program called
Mosaic Interfaith Out of the Cold. They also provide transitional and supportive housing for

families, senior men, and 2SLGBTQ+ youth. Their goal is to improve lives by supporting housing
. search, case management, skills training, and more.
HHTH funds will support Blue Door’s program called “Abode” to support families experiencing
DOO R homelessness. Abode provides up to one year of subsidized housing and support services,
helping families overcome barriers and achieve independence. The program includes a full-
time Supportive Housing Case Manager. Abode offers a proven pathway out of homelessness,
enabling families to escape poverty and attain housing stability.
